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Hosting an RCC Meeting is as Simple as H-O-S-T

H — Hold space with hospitality
Warmly welcome attendees, honor diverse traditions,
and set a tone of respect, curiosity, and collegiality

0 — Organize the environment for connection
Arrange seating, tech, name tags, and slides so people can see, hear,
and participate easily — including accessibility needs

S — Support the group with light refreshments
Provide simple snacks or drinks that encourage conversation
and make the gathering feel cared for

T — Tend to the conversation and topic
Introduce speakers, guide discussion, keep things
on track, and invite quieter voices to share

Easy Topic Ideas for Monthly Meetings

« Field trip to a local temple, synagogue, chapel, or other faith-based site

* Conversation with a local radio or TV personality about working with media
* “Watch party” for an RCC webinar, followed by discussion on how to apply
* Case study from a local nonprofit on a recent communications campaign

* “Show and share” with everyone bringing a project for friendly feedback

* Mini-workshop: a member or guest teaches a skill
